Motion was made by Mr. Burrell, which carried 5:0, to adopt the following ordinance:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING, RESTATING
AND READOPTING CHAPTER 10, ANIMALS

WHEREAS, the General Assembly has enacted certain changes to the Code of
Virginia which require amendments to the New Kent County Code relating to the Animal
Chapter of the County Code to include dangerous and vicious dogs; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Virginia Code Section §15.2-2286, the New Kent County
Board of Supervisors has authority to amend Chapter 98, Article XXVI of the County
Code; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds that it is in the interest of the County and its citizens
to amend the Animal Chapter of the Code to reflect changes to State Code References and
Dangerous and Vicious Dogs; and

WHEREAS, the Board has provided notice and held a public hearing pursuant to
the Code of Virginia;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, on this 12th day of August, 2013, the
New Kent County Board of Supervisors hereby amends, restates and readopts Chapter 10,
Animals, as set forth below:



Sec. 10-1. - Penalties for violation of chapter.

Unless otherwise specifically provided, violation of any provision of this
chapter shall constitute a class 4 misdemeanor.

Sec. 10-2. - Enforcement of animal laws; animal control officer.

In accordance with Code of Virginia, §3-+-796-104 §3.2-6555, an animal
control officer shall be appointed, and he shall have the power to enforce all state
laws for the protection of domestic animals, all state comprehensive animal laws,
and the provisions of this chapter. Nothing in this section shall be deemed to
prevent the issuance of a warrant for any violation of this article based upon the
complaint of any citizen or any law enforcement officer authorized to issue arrest
warrants generally.

Sec. 10-3. - Boundary lines of lots constitute lawful fences as to horses, mules, cattle,
hogs, sheep and goats.
The boundary line of each lot or tract of land within the county is hereby

declared to be a lawful fence as to any or all horses, mules, cattle, hogs, sheep and
goats.

Sec. 10-4. - Action by county health director upon suspicion of animal disease.

The county health director, when having reason to suspect that any
infectious or contagious disease may exist among domestic animals or poultry
within any area of the county, shall promptly notify the state veterinarian of his
suspicion, and the reasons therefor, and request him to take action as prescribed in
Code of Virginia, §334-727 §3.2-6000, et.seq..

It shall be unlawful for the owner or custodian of any dog to allow such dog
to run at large in any subdivision zoned residential or in any mobile home
park in the county. All dogs shall be kept on a leash or under direct control
of the owner or custodian to ensure that the dog is not running, roaming or
self-hunting off the property of the owner or custodian.

Any dog captured while in violation of this section shall be impounded by
the animal control officer and disposed of as set forth in Code of Virginia, §

3-1-796:96-§3.2-6546.

Owners of dogs who violate the provisions of this section shall be guilty of
misdemeanor and, upon conviction, shall be punished in accordance with
section 10-1.

Sec. 10-42. - Dogs not to run at large from April 15 to August 15; impoundment.

It shall be unlawful for any owner or custodian of any dog to allow any dog
to run at large in this county during the period of April 15 to August 15 of
each calendar year. During this period all dogs must be kept on a leash or
under the direct control of the owner or custodian to ensure that the dog is
not roaming, running or self-hunting off the property of its owner or
custodian.

It shall be the duty of the animal control officer, insofar as reasonably
possible, to capture and impound any dog observed running at large during
this period of confinement and to notify forthwith the owner or custodian, if
reasonably ascertainable, and to dispose of the dog as set forth in Code of

Virginia, §3-1-796.96-§3.2-6546.

Any person convicted of violating this section shall be punished as set forth
in section 10-1

Sec. 10-43. - Dogs prohibited from destroying property, endangering lives or being a

nuisance.

Owners and custodians of dogs are hereby prohibited from permitting their
dogs to destroy property of any kind, kill livestock or fowl, endanger the
lives or cause harm to persons, or any way to be a nuisance, when off the
property or premises of the owner or custodian.

It shall be the duty of any animal control officer or other officer, if he finds
a dog in the act of killing or injuring livestock or poultry, to kill such dog
forthwith whether such dog bears a tag or not. Any person finding a dog
committing any of the depredations mentioned in this subsection shall have
the right to kill such dog on sight as shall any owner of livestock or his
agent finding a dog chasing livestock on land utilized by the livestock when
the circumstances show that such chasing is harmful to the livestock. Any
court shall have the power to order the animal control officer or other
officer to kill any dog known to be a confirmed livestock or poultry killer.
Any dog killing poultry for the third time shall be considered a confirmed
poultry killer. The court, through its contempt powers, may compel the
owner, custodian or harborer of the dog to produce the dog.

If the animal control officer has reason to believe that any dog is killing
livestock or poultry, he shall be empowered to seize such dog solely for the
purpose of examining such dog in order to determine whether it committed
any of the depredations mentioned in this section. If the animal control
officer or other person has reason to believe that any dog is killing
livestock, or committing any of the depredations mentioned in this
subsection, he shall apply to a magistrate of the county, who shall issue a
warrant requiring the owner or custodian, if known, to appear before the
general district court at a time and place named therein, at which time
evidence shall be heard. If it shall appear that the dog is a livestock killer, or
has committed any of the depredations mentioned in this subsection, the
district court shall order that the dog be killed immediately by the animal
control officer or other officer designated by the court or removed to
another state which does not border on the commonwealth and prohibited
from returning to the commonwealth. Any dog ordered removed from the



commonwealth which is later found in the commonwealth shall be ordered
by a court to be killed immediately.

The owner or custodian of every dog four months old or older owned,
possessed or kept in this county, shall obtain a dog license by making oral or
written application to the county treasurer.

The annual dog license tax in this county for the following categories shall
be as provided in appendix A to this Code:

The destruction
of such dog shall not relieve its owner or custodian of the fine and cost and
license tax already due, and the owner or custodian may be assessed with
any costs incurred by the disposal of such dog.

No license tax shall be levied on any dog that is trained and serves as a
guide dog for a blind person, that is trained and serves as a hearing dog for a
deaf or hearing impaired person or that is trained and serves as a service dog
for a mobility-impaired person. As used in this section, the term "hearing
dog" means a dog trained to alert its owner by touch to sounds of danger
and sounds to which the owner should respond and the term "service dog"
means a dog trained to accompany its owner for the purpose of carrying
items, retrieving objects, pulling a wheelchair or other such activities of
service or support.

Sec. 10-63. - Obtaining license; displaying receipts.



Any owner or caretaker of a dog owned, possessed, or kept within the
county shall obtain a dog license by making oral or written application to the
treasurer of the county, accompanied by the amount of the license tax and current
certificate of vaccination as required by this article. The treasurer shall have
authority to license dogs of owners or custodians who reside within the boundary
limits of the county or the owners or custodians of kennels located within the
county and may require information to this effect from any applicant. Upon receipt
of proper application and current certificate of vaccination as required by this
article, the treasurer shall issue a license receipt for the amount, on which he shall
record the name and address of the owner or custodian, the date of payment, the
year for which issued, the serial number of the tag, the word "dog", whether male,
unsexed female, female or kennel, and deliver the metal license tags or plates
provided for in this article. The information thus received shall be retained by the
treasurer, open to public inspection, during the period for which such license is
valid. The treasurer may establish substations in convenient locations in the county
and appoint agents for the collection of the license tax and issuance of such
licenses. Dog or kennel license receipts shall be carefully preserved by the
licensees and exhibited promptly on request for inspection by the animal control
officer or other officer.

Sec. 10-64. - Dogs required to wear tags; kennel dogs.

Dog license tags shall be securely fastened to a substantial collar by the
owner or custodian of the dog, and the collar worn by the licensed dog. It shall be
unlawful for the owner to permit any licensed dog four months old or older to run
or roam at large at any time without a license tag, except as provided in Code of
Virginia, §3-3-796:92 §3.2-6531. Dogs for which a kennel license is obtained shall
at all times be confined to a kennel enclosure unless such dog is engaged in lawful
hunting or field trials in the open season and is accompanied by the owner or
custodian.

Sec. 10-65. - Specifications for dog tags and records.

The county treasurer shall requisition dog tags of a uniform type and size,
regardless of the sex of the dog. Dog tags shall be a bright conspicuous color,
serially numbered, and the color shall be changed annually. The county treasurer
shall use at least five different colors of dog tags for at least five consecutive years,



provided that five different colors are available, before the color of the tag is
repeated. The county treasurer shall keep a record of all tags sold. All unsold tags
shall be recorded, and the unsold tags shall be destroyed by the treasurer at the end
of the dog tax year.

If a dog license tag is lost, destroyed or stolen, the owner or custodian shall
at once apply to the treasurer or his agent who issued the original license for a
duplicate license tag, presenting the original license receipt. Upon affidavit of the
owner or custodian before the treasurer or his agent that the original license tag has
been lost, destroyed or stolen, he shall issue a duplicate license tag which the owner
or custodian shall immediately affix to the collar of the dog. The treasurer or his
agent shall endorse the number of the duplicate and the date issued on the face of
the original license receipt. The fee for a duplicate tag for any dog shall be as
provided in appendix A to this Code.

Sec. 10-68. - Impoundment and disposition of unlicensed and stray dogs; dogs

running at large in violation of this article.

The animal control officer and other officials appointed under the
provisions of Code of Virginia, §3-+-796-104 §3.2-6555 are authorized and
required to impound any unidentified dog not wearing a collar with a
current dog license tag securely attached thereto, or any dog running at
large in any area or at any time prohibited by this article.

All dogs impounded under subsection (a) of this section shall be disposed of
in accordance with Code of Virginia, §3-1-796-96 §3.2-6546.

If any dog impounded under this section is claimed by the owner, a pickup
charge as provided in appendix A to this Code shall be imposed. Any
person claiming an impounded dog shall pay to the animal control officer a
charge equal to the actual cost of sustenance, shelter and care of the dog,
such charges not to be less than the charge per day as provided in appendix
A to this Code, and evidence of payment of the license fee, if applicable,
before the dog shall be released. Any such dog may be adopted by any
person in accordance with the provisions of Code of Virginia, §3-1-796.96
§3.2-6546.

Any dog roaming at large without the proper means of identification shall
be considered a stray dog. It shall be the duty of the animal control officer
to capture and impound any stray dog in accordance with the provisions of
this section. If the ownership of any such stray dog cannot be ascertained by
the animal control officer after the exercise of reasonable diligence, and if
after reasonable efforts to capture the animal, the animal control officer



shall determine that it is impossible or impractical to capture such stray dog,
the animal control officer may, exercising reasonable care, kill such
unidentified stray dog.

Sec. 10-101. - Rabies inoculation of dogs and domesticated cats; availability of

certificate.

(a)
The owner or custodian of all dogs and domesticated cats four months of
age and older shall have them currently vaccinated for rabies by a licensed
veterinarian or licensed veterinary technician who is under the immediate
and direct supervision of a licensed veterinarian on the premises. The
supervising veterinarian on the premises shall provide the owner of the dog
or the custodian of the domesticated cat with a certificate of vaccination.
The owner of the dog or the custodian of the domesticated cat shall furnish
within a reasonable period of time, upon the request of an animal control
officer, humane investigator, law enforcement officer, state veterinarian's
representative, or official of the state department of health, the certificate of
vaccination for such dog or cat. The vaccine used shall be licensed by the
United States Department of Agriculture for use in that species.

Any person owning, keeping or harboring any dog or cat over four months
old shall have the required vaccination performed within 30 days from the
day on which the dog or cat is owned, kept, harbored or moved into the
county by the person.

Sec. 10-102. - Evidence required before issuance of dog license.

No dog license shall be issued by the treasurer or his agent for any dog
unless there is presented to the treasurer, or his agent, at the time application for
such license is made, a current and valid certificate of rabies vaccination.

Sec. 10-103. - Tag evidencing vaccination.



The owner of any dog or the owner's agent shall attach to the collar of such
dog the current rabies tag supplied by the veterinarian. Such collar and tag shall be
worn by the dog at all times such dog is out-of-doors, whether on or off the
premises of the owner. Cat owners are encouraged to tag their cats similarly but are
not required to do so.

Sections_ 10-101, 10-102 and 10-103 shall not apply to any dogs or cats
temporarily brought into the county, for a period not to exceed 30 days, for
showing or breeding purposes, if such dogs or cats remain confined at all times.

All animal bites of human beings shall be reported to the county sheriff's
department within 24 hours after the occurrence.

Such report shall include the name and address of the person bitten; the
name and address of the owner of the biting animal, if obtainable; a
reasonable description of the animal; the date and time of day of the injury;
the part of the body on which the bite was inflicted; and, if possible,
whether the biting animal has been vaccinated against rabies.

The responsibility for so reporting is mutually charged to attending medical
personnel, veterinarians, owners of the biting animals, persons bitten and
other persons who may have knowledge of the occurrence.

Sec. 10-106. - Confinement or destruction of dogs and cats suspected of having

rabies.

Dogs or cats found within the county reasonably suspected of having rabies
or exhibiting the common symptoms of such disease shall be taken into
custody immediately by the animal control officer or any sheriff or deputy
sheriff and confined in the county pound or at a private veterinarian's
establishment approved by the county health director in solitary
confinement and kept under competent observation for such time as may be
necessary to determine whether they are afflicted with rabies.

At the time any such dog or cat is impounded, an attempt shall be made to
discover whether the dog or cat has been vaccinated previously against
rabies. If it is found that such dog or cat has not been vaccinated effectively,
then such dog or cat shall be so vaccinated by a licensed veterinarian on the
last day of the observation period described in subsection (a) of this section
unless the animal is humanely destroyed pursuant to subsection (c) of this
section.

The animal control officer may cause to be destroyed humanely any dog or
cat which, in the opinion of a veterinarian, has rabies, or any dog or cat
which is in need of confinement pursuant to subsection (a) of this section
but such confinement is impossible or impracticable because there
apparently is no owner or for other reasons. In such event the animal control
officer shall arrange to have the head of such dog or cat examined for the
purpose of confirming rabies. If the opinion of a veterinarian as to whether
an animal has rabies is not reasonably obtainable, the animal control officer
may act on his own opinion.

All expenses in connection with the provisions of this section shall be borne
by the owner of the dog or cat in question.

Sec. 10-107. - Confinement or euthanization of biting animals.

Upon information to the county sheriff's department or any animal control
officer that a dog or cat has bitten a person, or has made other contact as
provided in subsection (b) of this section, it shall be the duty of the animal
control officer, upon ascertaining the identity of such dog or cat, to direct it
to be confined for a period of ten days from the date the bite occurred, such
confinement to be either with a veterinarian approved by the county health
director or in a kennel or enclosure approved by the animal control officer
as the person who owns or controls such dog or cat shall select; provided,
however, that the person who owns or controls such dog or cat shall bear
the cost of such confinement. It shall further be the duty of the animal
control officer to assume the responsibility of supervising such confinement
and ordering the dog or cat to be released if it is safe to do so at the end of
the confinement period required by this subsection.



When any potentially rabid animal, other than a dog or cat, exposes or may
have exposed a person to rabies through a bite, or through saliva or central
nervous system tissue, in a fresh open wound or mucous membrane, that
animal shall be confined at the discretion of the health director in a manner
approved by the health department or humanely euthanized as provided in
Code of Virginia, §3-1-796:96 §3.2-6546 and its head sent to the division
of consolidated laboratory services of the state department of general
services or the county health department for evaluation.

Sec. 10-108. - Confinement or destruction of dogs or cats bitten by rabid animals.

Any dog or cat, for which no proof of current rabies vaccination is
available, and which is exposed to rabies through a bite, or through saliva or central
nervous system tissue, in a fresh open wound or mucous membrane, by an animal
believed to be afflicted with rabies, shall be confined in a pound, kennel or
enclosure approved by the health department for a period not to exceed six months
at the expense of the owner; however, if this is not feasible, the dog or cat shall be
euthanized by one of the methods approved by the state veterinarian as provided in
Code of Virginia, §3-1-796:96 §3.2-6546. A rabies vaccination shall be
administered prior to release. Inactivated rabies vaccine may be administered at the
beginning of confinement. Any dog or cat so bitten, or exposed to rabies through
saliva or central nervous system tissue, in a fresh open wound or mucous
membrane with proof of a valid rabies vaccination, shall be revaccinated
immediately following the bite and shall be confined to the premises of the owner,
or other site as may be approved by the county health department, for a period of
90 days.

Sec. 10-109. - Impoundment of unvaccinated dogs and cats.

(a)
It shall be the duty of the officials charged with the enforcement of this
article to impound in the county pound any dog or cat which has not been
vaccinated as provided in section 10-101. Any dog or cat which is found off
of its owner's premises and not under the control or supervision of its owner
or his agent and which is not wearing a valid rabies tag shall be presumed to




be unvaccinated until its owner or his agent presents evidence of
vaccination required by section 10-101. Any dog or cat shall be held in the
pound for a period of not more than five days, unless the dog or cat is rabid
or suspected of being rabid, in which case the dog or cat shall be held for
further observation or destroyed humanely, pursuant to section 10-106,
upon authorization of the county health director or any person charged with
the enforcement of this article. The five-day period of confinement shall
commence on the day immediately following the day the animal is initially
confined in the facility, unless sooner claimed by the rightful owner. The
operator or custodian of the pound shall make a reasonable effort to
ascertain whether the animal has a collar, tag, license, tattoo or other form
of identification. If such identification is found on the animal, the animal
shall be held for an additional five days, unless sooner claimed by the
rightful owner. If the rightful owner of the animal can be readily identified,
the operator or custodian of the pound shall make a reasonable effort to
notify the owner of the animal's confinement within the next 48 hours
following its confinement.

Any dog or cat impounded under this section which is not rabid or
suspected of being rabid may be redeemed by the owner at any time during
the periods of impoundment specified in this section by paying the actual
expenses incurred in keeping the animal impounded.

Sec. 10-110. - Humane destruction of animals.

Nothing in this article shall prohibit the humane destruction of a seriously
injured or sick animal; provided, however, that arrangements are made with the
state laboratory for examination of the animal's head for rabies, if the animal is
suspected of being rabid.

It shall be unlawful for any person to conceal or withhold any dog, cat or
other animal to keep it from being destroyed or confined in accordance with this
article.

Sec. 10-112. - Emergency quarantine.

When there is sufficient reason to believe that a rabid animal is at large, the
board of supervisors shall have the power to pass an emergency ordinance which
shall become effective immediately upon passage, requiring owners of all dogs and
cats in the county to keep the same confined on their premises unless leashed under
restraint of the owner in such a manner that persons or animals will not be subject
to the danger of being bitten by the rabid animal. Any such emergency ordinance
enacted pursuant to the provisions of this section shall be operative for a period not
to exceed 30 days unless renewed by the board of supervisors.

Sec. 10-113. - Transportation, harboring and sale of foxes, skunks and raccoons.

The transportation or importation of foxes, skunks and raccoons from other
jurisdictions into the county, and the sale of foxes, skunks and raccoons in the
county is prohibited. It shall be unlawful for any person to confine or keep any fox,
skunk or raccoon as a pet, or otherwise possess such animals.
